You will receive more channels for free and should 
scan once a month. Portable TVs will not work once the transition 
takes place. There is a plan to produce a battery operated converter 
box but that’s down the road. The best way to apply for a coupon is 
online. You will be provided a reference number because it takes 3-to-
6 weeks to receive the coupon. You can check the status of your appli-
cation at www.dtv2009.gov and provide your reference number where 
requested. 
 
TV s should not be discarded in the trash because they are toxic. The 
County is asking that you recycle your old TVs. If the TV is still work-
ing, it can be donated to the Salvation Army or Goodwill. If the TV is 
not working, you are encouraged to dispose of it during one of the five 
recycling events held by the County. For dates and locations go to 
www.fairfaxcounty.gov/recycling or call 703-324-5230.  
 
Because our November meeting falls on election day/night, there will 
not be a meeting during November.

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The Education Committee met on October 1, 2008 at 8 p.m., in the 
media center at Whitman Middle School. Associations represented 
were: Hollin Hall, Stratford Landing, Wellington, Newington Forest, 
Hollin Hills, Belle Haven Terrace, Mt. Vernon Manor, Sulgrave Manor, 
Tauxemont, Spring Bank, Williamsburg Manor North and Riverside 
Estates. Co-Chairs David Dale and Pat Rea attended. Also present 
was a representative from Supervisor Hyland’s office, Ron 
Fitzsimmons. Fitzsimmons is also the president of the Mount Vernon 
Hiogh School Academic Boosters Corporation. Guests were Dr. Brian 
Binggeli, FCPS Assistant Superintendent for Cluster 4, and Mount 
Vernon District School Board member and Board Chair, Dan Storck. 
 
“How can we do a better job of making community and parents alike 
aware of the outstanding academic achievement of our Mount Vernon 
schools in the face of the unrelenting negativity spawned by the report-
ing and evaluation methods used by the No Child Left Behind Act 
(NCLB) which so often incorrectly labels schools as underachieving or 
failing when they are in fact delivering high quality programs?” 
 
This question has been a constant concern of the Committee for some 
years as it sought to obtain resources necessary to improve instruction 
but also, as importantly, to restore public confidence and allay con-
cerns that our diverse schools, with perhaps low average scores, are 
not delivering an education product equal to that in any other FCPS 
school. 
 
It came to the forefront again as the Committee discussed the “State 
of the Cluster” with Binggeli and Storck. Because, in fact, there was 
quite encouraging news if one takes the time to examine performance 
on multiple levels. 
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The Budget & Finance Committee met on Wednesday, October 1, 
2008 at 7:30 p.m. at the Walt Whitman Middle School Principal’s Con-
ference Room. Attendees were David Voorhees (Chair), Hollin Hills, 
Stratford Landing, Tauxemont, Mount Vernon, Hollin Hall Village, 
Westgate. 
 
The only agenda item was discussion of the Fairfax County Budget 
and related issues of budget cuts and increased taxes to meet the 
projected shortfall. One area of possible tax increases is in the Busi-
ness and Professional License taxes which could be made more uni-
form. Another alternative that was discussed would be to cut staff posi-
tions which are not being fully utilized due to the downturn in the 
county economy, i.e. land development services. The Committee has 
invited members of the Fairfax County Staff to the next meeting to 
provide a preview of upcoming budget issues and Staff has indicated 
that someone will attend the next meeting. he Committee has further 
requested budget information from the County regarding actual expen-
ditures for the County broken out by district from 2006 and 2007.  
 
The next meeting for the Budget and Finance Committee is scheduled 
for November 5, 2008 at 7:30 p.m. at the Walt Whitman Middle School 
Principal’s conference room. 
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The Consumer Affairs committee met on Tuesday, October 8 at Walt 
Whitman Middle School in the Library. The following representatives 
attended:  New Gum Springs; Potomac Valley/River Bend; South-
wood; a Mount Vernon resident who attended as a visitor and a faithful 
Lee District resident from Mount Vernon Lakes Condo.  
 
Although we did not have a quorum, the guest speaker (Mitsuko 
Herrera, Director, Communications Policy & Regulation), provided an 
in-depth presentation on how to get ready for the digital TV transition. 
The presentation included a “show and tell” on the functions, features 
and hook-up of a converter box.    
 
There are three ways to collect the digital signal for your TV: 1) cable 
or satellite connection; 2) digital tuner built into the TV; or 3) purchase 
a converter box. 
 
If your TV was purchased before 2004, it does not have a digital tuner. 
If your TV was purchased after 2007, it does have a digital turner. For 
the period between 2004 and 2007, your TV may be a digital TV but 
with an analog tuner. 
 
For analog TVs that are not connected to cable or satellite or has an 
analog tuner, you may purchase a converter box. You can obtain two 
coupons worth $40 each that can be used towards the purchase of a 
converter box making your out-of-pocket between $10 and $20. The 
coupon is good for 90-days after issuance and will expire. Once ex-
pired, the coupon will not be re-issued. The converter box will require 
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For example (and this is one examination method that NCLB has, to 
its credit, made not only appropriate but but mandatory), comparing 
scores by NCLB category (White, African American, Limited English 
Proficiency (LEP), Learning Disabled, Economically Disadvantaged) 
shows that Mount Vernon schools generally perform at or above Fair-
fax County averages in each category. In some categories (notably 
African-American and LEP), our schools substantially outperform simi-
lar students in the rest of the County. Furthermore, even as our popu-
lation of students in historically underachieving groups continues to 
grow at a rate higher than the rest of the County, our scores continue 
to improve at a faster rate than the rest of the County. 
 
So, why in published reports do nearly all of our schools seem to be 
perennially at the bottom of the performance list resulting in loss of 
public confidence and in student flight?  One answer is that average 
scores are the easiest to report, and will always paint a less-than-
accurate picture of highly diverse schools, much as average income 
figures or house prices do not truly reflect a community which has a 
wide range in these indicia. NCLB exacerbates this because it is a 
“test to failure” system wherein schools must reach benchmarks 
(eventually requiring 100% success by 2014) in each student category 
each year in order to make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP). Under 
this system, diverse schools with challenging populations and high 
academic standards “fail” first, but eventually virtually all schools will 
“fail” since the failure of even one student in one category would have 
that result. Already, the difference between making or failing AYP can 
be one or two students in one category (or even the same student 
whose failure may count in multiple categories such as LEP and Eco-
nomically Disadvantaged). This particularly works against diverse 
schools which typically have reportable numbers of students (50) in 
every category and thus more opportunities to “fail.”  For example, in a 
year where a 76% pass rate is required to make AYP, a school which 
has 49 LEP students, all of whom fail (0% pass rate), still makes AYP 
because those scores are not reported, while a school with 100 LEP 
students, 75 of whom pass while 25 fail (75% pass rate), does not 
make AYP. Which school left more children behind? 
 
Further, NCLB and SOL scores are snapshots in time attempting to 
measure school/teacher performance by comparing entirely different 
groups, ie. how a particular  group of 3rd graders in 2008 performed 
compared to an entirely different group of 3rd graders in 2007. Add to 
the mix that in high-mobility schools like ours, many of the kids tested 
in May were not in the class in September, or even in April, and the 
usefulness of that data to assess a school becomes even more prob-
lematical. Following individual student progress over time would be a 
far better measure of instructional capability, and there may be some 
changes to NCLB in this direction. However, at present we are left with 
today’s imperfect “accountability” measures which unfairly erode the 
faith in and support for public schools which is so critical to building 
strong communities for every citizen’s benefit. 
 
These important public perception and information shortfalls are not 
easily addressed. In many related areas, the Committee has urged 
better, more proactive support from central and cluster offices to assist 
overburdened local school staff in examining and implementing not 
only best educational practices, but also in areas which may not be 
within the skill set of most professional educators or parent volunteers, 

such as media and public relations, grant-writing, and development of 
business partnerships. The reality is, however, that FCPS, by all com-
parative measures, has an extremely lean central staff and the Cluster 
staff consists of Dr. Binggeli, his Executive Assistant, and an Adminis-
trative Assistant. Thus, central office personnel and administrative 
resources are also stretched thin.  Citizen, parent and media coopera-
tion are needed, in addition to FCPS expertise,  and it is likely the 
Committee will address some of these issues throughout the year. 
 
The newly revised School Improvement Plan was also discussed. As 
Dr. Binggeli (who led the group developing the new format) pointed 
out, previous plans often lacked specificity, focus, and progress meas-
urements and as a result were neither effective nor well-understood by 
staff and parents. Under the new format, each school leadership team, 
using school specific data, identifies each year a few areas needing 
improvement, sets specific goals for improvement, specifies the meth-
ods staff will use to both accomplish and measure improvement 
throughout the year, and communicates the school-wide plan clearly to 
all staff and interested parties. The Cluster Office participates through 
data review, advice, plan approval and periodic monitoring. Now in its 
second full year, the more targeted plan also enables central and clus-
ter offices to better disseminate information and best practices among 
all schools, to tailor professional education offerings to issues schools 
have identified, and seems to be assisting schools in making important 
strides in identifying and effectively addressing problem areas. 
 
In all Committee discussions, budget issues loom large. While not 
every educational improvement has an additional cost attached, we 
know that most do, and, indeed, the realities of significantly increased 
enrollment, higher special needs populations, higher performance 
demands and the likelihood of reduced funds from federal and state 
sources pose severe threat to FCPS as a whole, but particularly to our 
area. For students and our communities, staying the same is in fact 
falling behind. Committee members were urged to attend at least one 
of the County budget discussion sections to acquaint themselves with 
the issues affecting both County and school sides of the FY 2010 
budget now in development. 
 
The next meeting will be November 5, 2008 at 8 p.m. in the Walt Whit-
man Middle School media center. 
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The committee met on October 1 2008, at 7:00 p.m. at the South 
County Government Center (Richmond Highway) Room 219. Present 
were David Plummer (chair), Katherine Ward (MVCCA co-chair), 
Collingwood-on-Potomac, Hollin Hills, Spring Bank, Sulgrave Manor, 
Wellington, Wessynton Homes and Woodley Hills Community Asso-
ciation.  
 
The Chair called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. The minutes from 
September were adopted. 
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Environmental Quality Advisory Committee (EQAC) Update 
Larry Zaragoza, Wessynton Homes and the Mount Vernon District 
representative to EQAC, presented an update on recent EQAC activi-
ties. The anticipated County budget shortfall will force some difficult 
decisions with regard to our environment with many possible out-
comes. One scenario might be a 15-18% cut across all agencies. E&R 
committee members pointed out the short-sightedness of short-term 
budget fixes versus the long term cost of deferred maintenance and 
new facilities. Mr. Zaragoza also talked about a new chapter in the 
EQAC Annual Report that is designed to relate the often complex and 
highly technical aspects of environmental science in more understand-
able terms. For instance, improper storm water management may not 
seem important to the average citizen, however those negative effects 
affect the health – and therefore cost - of Chesapeake Bay crabs. 
Other questions involved how to relate the long-term cost of environ-
mental non-compliance, and how to relate to the general public the 
impact that 70% of the County streams are rated “poor” or “dead”. The 
committee decided to construct a resolution for consideration in No-
vember that would prioritize environmental recommendations in this 
time of significant budget shortfalls.  
 
Piped Perennial Streams  
Jim Davis, President of Sulgrave Manor, provided a brief update on 
the recent proposal from county staff that a portion of a Resource Pro-
tection Area (RPA) within the Sulgrave Manor subdivision be re-
classified as non-RPA, as the perennial flow in that area is through a 
subterranean pipe. The overall effect will be to further fracture the 
continuity of the Dogue Stream valley which has already experienced 
numerous breaks. The Chesapeake Bay Act is silent with respect to 
piped sections of perennial streams. “Drop inlets” are also not ad-
dressed. The committee continues to be perplexed as to the seeming 
immediacy and necessity of this issue. In the view of the E&R commit-
tee, County resources have been applied unnecessarily to remove an 
RPA designation for which there appear only negative consequences. 
 
Watershed studies  
The Chair brought to the attention of the committee the planned 
“Pohick Creek Watershed Introductory and Issues Scoping Forum” set 
for Wednesday, October 15, 2008, from 6:30 to 9 pm at the West 
Springfield Elementary School. At this meeting, county representatives 
will present the planning process to the community and members of 
the public will help develop an initial list of watershed issues and con-
cerns. This forum is designed to prepare the community for informed 
input on development of the watershed management plan, including 
involvement on the Watershed Advisory Group for Pohick Creek. The 
immediate question from the E&R committee was “Whatever hap-
pened to the watershed study for Belle Haven?” The citizens of the 
Mount Vernon District are approaching the 2 year mark beyond the 
time that this study was to have begun; the committee also under the 
impression that the Belle Haven Plan was scheduled ahead of the 
Pohick Plan. The Chair was directed to contact Fairfax County Storm-
water Management for an update and explanation of the watershed 
plan timetables. 
 
North Hill Forest Park  
The recent public meeting regarding the park development plans for 
the North Hill urban forest laid out various options for park amenities. 

Many of these amenities appear to be of the non-passive variety which 
directly conflict with the MVCCA position and Comprehensive Plan 
specification that the park be passive in nature. The position of the 
E&R committee has not changed and will request the MVCCA co-
chairs re-submit to the Park Authority the resolution passed earlier in 
the year. 
 
The next meeting of the E&R committee will be held on Wednesday, 
November 5, in Room 219 of the South County Government Center at 
7:00 p.m. The meeting was adjourned at 9:10 p.m. 
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The HHS Committee met Tuesday, October 7, with thirteen MVCCA 
member associations represented and MVCCA Co-chair Pat Rea also 
participating: Collingwood on Potomac, Belle Haven Terrace, Hollin-
dale, Hollin Glen, Hollin Hall Village, Hollin Hills, Mount Zephyr, Strat-
ford Landing, Stratford on Potomac/Sec. 4, Sulgrave Manor, Taux-
emont, Wellington and Williamsburg Manor/North. 
 
County planning for essential human services in the present  
fiscal environment 
The committee met with the County’s Director of the Dept. of Systems 
Management for Human Services, Kenneth Disselkoen, to understand 
better the process for the County’s ongoing “Lines of Business Re-
view,” and the role of the 20 Community Budget Dialogue Meetings 
(including 3 in Mount Vernon District), at the outset of the County’s 
budget planning process for FY 2010.  
 
The basics: Fairfax County is required by Virginia law to develop, 
adopt and manage annually a balanced budget plan, i.e. estimated 
revenues must balance with planned expenditures before the year 
begins and the actual revenues/expenses must balance at the end. 
Because the State grants the County very limited authority to tax, the 
residential property tax is the chief source of revenue to the General 
Fund, which transfers a growing share (53% in FY 2009) to the Public 
Schools and funds other County services with the remainder. The 
County anticipated and prepared for a slowdown in the growth of 
County revenues during the last two fiscal years, but decline in reve-
nue from all sources is now estimated at more than $400 million (M) in 
FY2010. Because balancing this budget will require major decisions 
from the Supervisors next spring, all County departments and the Pub-
lic School system are participating in a Lines of Business (LOBs) Re-
view. After preparing in January 2008 a narrative description of depart-
mental activities (most departments have several LOBs), departments 
were required, as one possible strategy for balancing the budget, to 
present a prioritized list of possible Reduction Options that total 15% 
of their current budgets. Most agencies will describe the impact of 
particular ROs; some offer “Alternatives” or explain the non-County 
revenues lost when a program is reduced or eliminated. The result is 
an outpouring of detailed information, for the Supervisors and the pub-
lic, well in advance of the County Executive’s drafting of the proposed 
“Advertised Budget Plan for FY2010” (scheduled for publication on 
Feb. 23, 2009).

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The Planning & Zoning Committee met on October 6, 2008. Atten-
dees: Collingwood-on-the-Potomac; Engleside; Hollin Hills; Marlan 
Forest; Montebello; Mt. Zephyr; Newington; Newington Forest; Poto-
mac Valley – River Bend; Stratford Landing; Stratford-on-the-Potomac;

Verizon Wireless: A presentation was made by Frank W. Stearns, an 
attorney with Venable LLP. A special exception was approved approxi-
mately 10 years ago to allow the construction of cell phone antennae. 
The current towers were built under the terms of a special exception, 
but the requirements of the have not been fulfilled. None of the anten-
nae were to be above the trees. However, the current antennae are 
well above the trees. The landscaping to buffer the bases were not 
provided. The proposal is to add additional short antennae for voice 
and data transmission. Verizon proposes to take over the property and 
upgrade it so that it is in full compliance with the existing special ex-
ception. The proposal includes a new building to house computer 
equipment and removal of an existing building. 
 
A resolution was passed (9-1-1) to not oppose the proposed and/or 
revised special exception provided the landlord (a) maintains the prop-
erty, (b) brings the property into compliance with the special exception 
approved approximately 10 years ago, and (c) agreed to periodic in-
spection to confirm compliance with the conditions of the special ex-

include a brief, informative County budget presentation) and “Agency 
Lines of Business Reduction Options Presentations” (that lists and 
links to those presented so far). 
 
In the thicket of agency presentations on the 310 LOBs, with long and 
harrowing lists of “Reduction Options,” it is easy to lose perspective on 
the goals of public participation:  In this early phase, the Supervisors 
and County Executive’s Office are interested in knowing whether the 
public wants to sustain or eliminate entire LOBs, and also whether the 
public truly supports “revenue enhancement” as well as expense 
“reduction options” as strategies to close the budget gap. By year’s 
end, when all the LOB presentations are on view, it will be possible to 
evaluate “options” in a more integrated manner, look for unintended 
impact on particular groups or geographic areas, and decide whether 
“sustaining” a valued service or multi-agency initiative requires less (or 
perhaps more) funding than at present.  
 
Evaluating the impact of “reduction options” upon human services 
resources will not be simple. The countywide health and human ser-
vices network embraces both public and private services. County 
“Human Services” LOBs are described organizationally under 7 de-
partments: Family Services, Health, Juvenile & Domestic Relations 
District Court, Recreation & Community Services, Systems Manage-
ment for Human Services, Administration for Human Services, and the 
Community Services Board (for Mental Health, Substance Abuse and 
Mental Retardation). Reductions in other departments—public safety 
or public schools, for example--could undermine successful inter-
agency teamwork that defuses domestic violence, for example.  
The committee’s questions and discussion raised points expressed in 
the MVCCA Resolution published and approved in March 2008: 
“Human Services Planning for FY2009.” As the fiscal environment 
worsens, calls for emergency assistance are now rising even faster 
than last spring. Public and also private nonprofit resources are strain-
ing to meet this new level of demand, even as private charitable re-
sources are shrinking. One committee member expressed need for 
neighborhoods and communities to identify and develop their own 
volunteer resources, for example in sharing childcare or respite elder-
care. Others noted the County’s success in efforts to “leverage” volun-
tary efforts of many kinds, to provide training and other assistance that 
can enhance the productivity of private nonprofit agencies, and to 
initiate important interagency “prevention and early intervention” ap-
proaches to such costly public safety issues as youth gang recruitment 
and domestic violence.  
If such investments in prevention and early intervention are stripped 
away, to “balance” declining revenue, public costs will transfer to hos-
pitals and jails; soon these public costs will expand for the most ex-
pensive kinds of health and public safety emergency response. 
 
One committee member noted that cascading economic effects often 
follow massive layoffs in a small town. Is Fairfax County really so large 
that County layoffs of thousands of workers and cutbacks on $ millions 
in contracted services would have no negative impact on the local 
economy?  
 
“Revenue enhancement”—even under the Dillon Rule restrictions—will 
need to play a large role, if the public chooses to maintain support for 
quality services.

The Chair opened with additional information to augment that provided 
in last month’s meeting which explored about recent Mount Vernon 
District crime trends. This information came from the October Criminal 
Justice Advisory Board meeting at which the speaker was Lieutenant 
Colonel Charles Peters, the Deputy Police Chief for Patrol. Crime in 
Fairfax County, which rose in 2007 for the first time in six years, has 
risen twelve percent in the first six months of this year. This has been 
driven largely by significant increases in burglaries and larcenies 
across the County. There has been a nearly ten percent drop in violent 
crime for the first six months of this year.  
 
Of the nearly 9,300 serious crimes committed through June – murder, 
rape, robbery, aggravated assault, burglary, larceny, and auto theft – 
there were more than 7,450 larcenies. This is about 80% of the total. 
To date, this is 1,000 more than last year. A large number of thefts 
were out of cars where Global Positioning Devices (GPS) as well as 
iPods, cell phones, laptop computers, and electronic games are the 
targets. These items should be kept out of sight in cars when not in 
use. Too many cars are left unlocked in driveways and shopping ar-
eas. Thieves walk through neighborhoods and shopping areas testing 
car doors to see which are unlocked. So far this year, over 1,030 
GPSs have been reported stolen. Most of them are sent to areas as 
far as New York and Boston where they are sold.  
 
Despite all these trends, the number of crimes per 100,000 is consis-
tently lower in Fairfax County than in neighboring jurisdictions. In 
2006, the last year of comparable data, Fairfax County had about 
1,683 per 100,000 residents. Arlington had more than 2,600 per 
100,000 residents. Alexandria and Montgomery County had more than 
2,600. Prince George’s County had more than 5,200! 
 
The Chair provided copies of the implementation of the Community 
Parking District (CPD) in the Mount Vernon District that began May 1, 
2008, and the report that Supervisor Hyland provide to the Board of 
Supervisors on September 22. Overall the Supervisor reported the 
implementation has been successful with only a few carps from resi-
dents. Committee members did not appear to have any significant 
problems with the intent or result so far. 
 
The Chair then led a short discussion about the progress and prob-
lems with the CERT training efforts for communities in the Mount 
Vernon District. The major problem with the Fairfax County training is 

ception. 
 
Laurel Hill Adaptive Reuse: A presentation was made by Brad Elmer 
and Eduard Freer of Alexander Company of Madison , WI. Alexander 
Company was hired by Fairfax County to develop a master plan for an 
80 acre parcel of the former Lorton Prison.  Many of the structures are 
classified as historic and are required to be preserved (and get large 
tax credits for being preserved). Goals and development criteria were 
established, and the proposed adaptive reuse plan was presented. 
The proposed uses include residential, retail/restaurant, office and 
recreation/open space. 
 
The plan divides the property into four zones, each with its own access 
point. Zone 4 is closest to Silverbrook Road and is proposed to include 
retail and restaurants because it is the only zone with good street visi-
bility. Zone 3 includes the maximum security facility and is proposed 
for adaptive reuse as office space. Zone 2 is the current historic ball 
field with grandstand  and is proposed for development as town-
houses. This was described as the “economic engine” for the develop-
ment. Zone 1 has the reformatory and is proposed for adaptive reuse 
as apartments and townhouses. A handout with the details was pro-
vided. 
 
Neal McBride spoke on behalf of Newington Forest and critiqued the 
Alexander Company proposal. Concerns include: (a) the adverse im-
pact on local schools due to the large number of additional residential 
units, especially the many new townhomes which tend to produce 
greater amounts of students, (b) loss of the historic ball field, (c) the 
addition of parking lots to the interior of the quadrangles of both the 
reformatory and the penitentiary, (e) the absence of a committed 
source of dedicated funding for the preservation and/or restoration of 
the historic Laurel Hill House, and (d) transportation safety and envi-
ronmental considerations concerning the proposed new access road 
from Silverbrook Road. 
 
Sunrise at Lorton: The proposed rezoning application was presented 
by Lisa Chiblow of McGuire Woods. The property is off Rt. 123 and is 
between the New Hope Church and a shopping center. An out of turn 
plan amendment was recently approved; a rezoning application is 
pending (RZ 2009-MV-6574879). The current zoning is R-1; the pro-
posed new zoning is R-5 with a special exception for an assisted living 
facility SE 2005 –MV-3245708765). The one unsettled issue is road 
access. A proposed inter-parcel access road connects the New Hope 
Church, Sunrise and the shopping center. If built, it will remove two 
major trees on the Sunrise property and will interfere with the current 
gas station operation at the shopping center. Eleanor Quigley reported 
that Jessie Strother had just received the proposal and would need 
some time to review the urban forestry considerations. There will be a 
Nov. 10 meeting of the Health Care Advisory Board and a December 3 
PC public hearing regarding the rezoning application.

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The Transportation Committee met on Monday, October 6, 2008, in 
the library of Walt Whitman Middle School. The meeting was chaired 
by Catherine M. Voorhees. Attending were: Mr. Brent Reynolds of the 
Metro Area Mass Movement Association (MAMMA) and representa-
tives of 15 member citizen associations (Engleside, Huntington/
Fairfax, Hollin Hall Village, Huntington Avenue, Hybla Valley Farms, 
Marlan Forest, Mount Vernon Manor, Riverside Estates, Stratford on 
Potomac, Section IV, Sulgrave Manor, Tauxemont, United Voice at 
Kings Crossing, Waynewood, Wellington, Woodley Hills). 
The July minutes of the Transportation Committee were approved. A 
brief discussion of the BRAC issues and the resulting MVCCA votes 
followed. It was noted that County staff cutback on the number of af-
fordable housing in BRAC plan apartment buildings due to transporta-
tion changes. Others felt that Richmond Highway traffic affects others 
arteries (e.g., GW Parkway, Ft. Hunt) and increased traffic on US 1 will 
result in increased traffic through smaller roads. 
 
Guest Speaker: Brent Reynolds, MAMMA 
Mr. Reynolds is also chairman of Fairfax County Trails/Sidewalks com-
mittee where he represents Braddock District and noted that waivers 
of trails/sidewalks along Richmond Highway pass through his commit-
tee. They recommend denial, but said an escrow should exist for mon-
ies in lieu of sidewalks. While MAMMA aims to have less car traffic, 
fewer single person cars and more public transportation, MAMMA 
takes issue with how HOT Lanes were established on the Beltway. 
Under the contract that was signed before public hearings, Fluor-
Transurban is to own the land under the HOT lanes for 70 years and 
they would reap the profit of the costs per trip. The contract has guar-
anteed profit for Fluor-Transurban so that if the HOT lanes fail to meet 
projected usage, the state of Virginia is on the hook if revenue esti-
mates are off. The six additional lanes of asphalt on the Beltway being 
built using Federal bond money is for a private enterprise, and is detri-
mental to our air and stream quality and contrary to the cool counties 
initiatives of the BOS. However, $600 million of taxpayer funded bonds 
are funding this project. Fluor-Transurban is contributing 17% in funds 
for the total project, but is receiving 100% of the 70-year revenue 
stream. Mr. Reynolds would check on who is responsible for maintain-
ing these HOT lanes. MAMMA would like to reduce the number of cars 
on the Beltway by having employees telecommute or go to a 4-day 
workweek. While the number of lanes on the Beltway is increased, 
roads into work districts are not being widened. Thus, HOT lanes may 
work if no additional cars are added to the roads. MAMMA would like 
the HOT project delayed, reviewed, and perhaps revised, as appropri-
ate public hearings were not held and this project should not have 
been rushed through without citizen comments, considering the land is 
owned by the taxpayers. The HOT contractor (PPTA) spent $172K to 
influence politicians in Northern Virginia and while the money was 
eventually returned after the contract was signed, the political influ-
ence of this money was achieved. A committee member noted that our 
committee heard from the HOT lanes proponent and they provided us 
with a slick presentation.  
 
While the HOT contractor (PPTA) has hurried into construction, the 
price of gas increased, causing some to use Metro and other public 

the distance students must travel for the training. We have been able 
to utilize the training given by Alexandria which is held just across the 
beltway. So far, that training has appeared to be excellent and suffi-
cient. Fairfax County has so far not indicated that Alexandria training 
will not be sufficient to allow them to certify Alexandria graduates. We 
will have a meeting with Fairfax County Fire and Rescue Department 
staff in the next few weeks to address this issue. 
 
The final item on the agenda was an initial review of the FY 2010 
Lines of Business (LOBs) reduction options provided by the public 
safety agencies. These agencies include the Police, Sheriff, Fire and 
Rescue, Courts, and the Office of Emergency Management. For the 
FY2010 budget there is a projected funding shortfall of some $432 
million. The departments were directed to provide options for absorb-
ing a 15% cut in funding. Each was given a target amount. The options 
each provided are now on the Fairfax County website (in too tiny print 
to be comfortably read). In the interest of time, we could only do a 
superficial review of the options listed by the Police. The Police were 
directed to reach a reduction target of $27,235,266. Reviewers should 
note that the items are listed in ascending order of impact, i.e., the 
least important  is listed as number one and the last item will have the 
most adverse impact on operations. For the Police, the first item is to 
eliminate the language immersion program for police officers. The last 
item is #35 which would close the Fair Oaks Police Station and redis-
tribute its responsibilities to neighboring police stations. 
 
In the chair’s discussion with the Chief of Police, Colonel Rohrer, the 
Police were caught on the horns of a dilemma. They have two major 
tasks: prevention and enforcement. While they are great at enforce-
ment, the significant impact they have in reducing crime is the result 
their prevention programs. They have to do enforcement to protect the 
citizenry so they couldn’t cut this very much. The result is that he had 
to offer up their prevention programs. If those are cut, the impact will 
not be immediate but will eventually result in the need for more en-
forcement.  
 
Some of the more major items listed include: #2. Eliminate Neighbor-
hood Watch Program – Meeting and Training Fund; #15 Eliminate 
Cadet Program; #16 Eliminate Marine Unit; #18 Eliminate School Edu-
cation Officers; #20 Eliminate Crime Solver Program; #21 Eliminate 
Traffic Safety Program; #22 Reduce Victim Services Program; #23 
Eliminate ‘SPEAD’ Program (includes P’CASO, which monitors sex 
offenders and investigates online sexual predators); #24 Eliminate 
Crime Prevention Programs; #25 Eliminate Domestic Violence Detec-
tive at each Station; #26 Eliminate Cold Case Squad; #29 Eliminate 
Shopping Center Officers at Tysons, Fair Oaks, Springfield; #31 Elimi-
nate School Resource Officers (SROs) at middle and high schools. 
 
It was noted that the Sheriff has listed closing the jail at the Mount 
Vernon Police Station as one of his options. 
 
We will continue the reviewing the options provided by the public 
safety agencies in all future meetings this year. 
 
The next Public Safety Committee meeting will begin at 7:30 p.m. on 
Thursday, November 6 in the Community Rm. 3, Mount Vernon Gov-
ernmental Center. We will have speakers from CrisisLink. 
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transportation options. There are questions about the conversion of 
HOV lanes (in use now) to HOT lanes. Is this a giveaway of public 
land and what is the logic behind this action? 
 
Discussion 
Europe and China comparisons (traffic, mass transportation options, 
air quality). Mr. Reynolds explained that Northern Virginia had not met 
the minimum standards for air quality under EPA guidelines. China 
enacted a government edict to get cars off the road. Since the MVCCA 
has been requesting a transit study, committee members explained 
our vision for a monorail system. While Mr. Reynolds was not aware of 
the cost differences, he agreed that the advantages of a monorail sys-
tem exceed single occupancy vehicles. MAMMA also would like to use 
small buses or vans from some neighborhood that cannot fill large 
buses. MAMMA asked for the transportation committee’s support of 
their efforts. 
 
Old Business 
Ft. Belvoir, BRAC 
A flyover I-95 at Newington near the oil storage tanks adjacent the 
Fairfax County Parkway will be built for military access to the Engi-
neering Proving Ground. While only 4,400 jobs are going to the Fort 
Belvoir base proper, the committee would like to explore widening of 
US1 thru Fort Belvoir as the narrow railroad bridge is expendable (no 
RR on it) and in order to improve the current flow of traffic along Rich-
mond Highway, it makes sense to widen all parts of Richmond High-
way. There were question concerning access to the hospital as there 
is a way in coming from the south, but not (yet) an obvious way from 
the north. 
 
Mulligan Road — The current plans are to keep it out of service until 
all 4 lanes are built (2012). Initially, when two lanes were constructed 
between Richmond Highway and Telegraph Road, the road was to be 
opened to the public. Is the $20 million that was committed to this 
project still available? According to the current schedule, clearing of 
trees, etc began in October 2008 and road work would begin in 2010. 
Can't early construction give us two lanes of traffic sooner? Try to get 
Mr. Carr, or FHA, as guest speaker on this issue.  
 
Woodrow Wilson Bridge — The opening of all 5 lanes in each direc-
tion has been delayed to early 2009 due to access roadwork in Md. 
and Va. (Telegraph Road). Richmond Highway transit study - Con-
gressman Moran’s office indicated that they have money for transit 
studies, but we would need a local sponsor (i.e., Supervisor Hyland). 
Our Mount Vernon Transportation Commissioner spoke with Supervi-
sor Hyland and indicated that our Supervisor would be willing to push 
for the transit study money. Trails - County concentration money for 
trails is one the cross-county trail from Occoquan to Potomac; There is 
work on Mason Neck trail, and on Wylie Ave only. $1M with half for 
land acquisition, nothing left for trails anywhere else. Trails in the 
Huntington area are a low priority in tight budget. 
 
New Business 
VDOT Slurry application - The Wellington CA representative brought 
to the attention of the group that VDOT is using a slurry treatment that 
is worse than the roads not being treated. At least five roads were 
treated in Wellington and about five in Tauxemont where a gravel 
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slurry application is applied, without notice, that leaves loose sand and 
gravel. A vacuum was used to pick up the loose sand and gravel and 
ended up leaving pot holes in the street. A number of committee mem-
bers spoke about a slurry application that occurred over ten years ago 
in the Waynewood and Hollin Hall Village neighborhoods. Their com-
munities were told VDOT would not use this slurry application. But, 
now with high gas prices and limited budgets, the slurry application 
has returned. The Transportation Committee will look into this at our 
next meeting.  
Walgreens at Boswell — According to the proffer conditions agreed 
to when the special exception was granted for the drive-thru phar-
macy, a traffic study to determine if left turns from Walgreens onto 
Boswell can be done safely is to take place within three months of 
issuance of the Non-Residency Use Permit. The Hybla Valley Farms 
representative explained that the problem is more from people using 
the frontage road to avoid the traffic back ups on Richmond Highway. 
That is, people leave Richmond Highway drive along the frontage road 
and then make the left hand turn. He had seen 5-6 accidents resulting 
from the left hand turn when the Dunkin Donuts was operational. In 
addition to the left-hand turn, there appears to be a bigger problem 
with the backup on Boswell Avenue, especially at 3pm, during peak 
traffic hours. The line of cars goes past Schelhorn almost to Frances 
Ave. Sometimes, traffic on Boswell often goes on the wrong side of the 
two lane road to reach the third lane that is not backed up. This is 
another safety issue. 
Just before the traffic light at Boswell and Richmond Highway, there is 
a sign that indicates that the right lane is for traffic making a right hand 
turn or going straight, and the left hand lane is for traffic making a left 
hand turn or going straight. However, the pavement markings (when 
there is not traffic) show that the right hand lane if for making a right 
hand turn only. Thus, people in the left lane going to Fordson Road 
(straight across Richmond Highway) may collide with cars in the right 
had lane going to Fordson Road (straight and then a slight right turn). 
Discussion on possible changes - signs need to match road paint; 
block entrance from Boswell into Walgreens (owner of the property 
was against this idea). The sidewalk along Boswell is in disrepair and 
should be repaired. The chair contacted Fairfax County staff to deter-
mine if proffer conditions concerning the cycle timing of the light and 
the traffic impact mitigation study were fulfilled. The chair will report at 
our next meeting.  
The next Transportation Committee meeting will be held on November 
3, 2008 at 8 p.m. at the Walt Whitman Middle School library. 
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The SCAWH met on September 25 at the Mount Vernon Government 
Center. Community organizations represented were: Mason Hill, 
Mount Zephyr, MVCCA Education Com., Riverside Estates, Stratford 
on the Potomac Sec. IV, and Woodley Hills Estates. Pat Rea Co-chair 
MVCCA also attended. 
 
The Committee reviewed the status of the four new residential units in 
Woodley Hills Estates.

Adding Antennae to a Cell Tower —SEA 97-V-046 
 
1. WHEREAS, Verizon has filed SEA 97-V-046 to add antennae to a 
141-foot telecommunications tower located at 9128 Belvoir Court, Fort 
Belvoir, VA, and 
 
2. WHEREAS, the tower is located in a secluded place, and 
 
3. WHEREAS, there is a need for additional cell phone capacity in the 
area, and 
 
4. WHEREAS, plantings required by development conditions of SE 97-
V-046 to shield the equipment at the base of the tower were not in-
stalled, and 
 
5. WHEREAS, the Special Exception was approved in 1998, therefore 
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the MVCCA does not oppose 
SEA 97-V-046 PROVIDED that the required plantings are added to the 
site as required by the original Special Exception, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that DPWES be required to inspect the 
site at six-month intervals for at least two years to assure that the 
plantings are maintained. 

 
With the representatives present, a discussion followed on what infor-
mation was expected at the scheduled public briefing on the North Hill 
development on September 30. It was decided to record a number of 
questions and circulate them to committee members prior to the 
scheduled meeting.  
 
Co-chair was asked about the status of the BRAC nominations dis-
cussed at the last meeting.
