o Work near power lines. If you or a contractor are doing work at your
home and need to get near lines, the H%gh Voltage Safety Act requires
you to contact Dominion. In the state o , hon-certified workers
must maintain a minimum distance of 10 feet from power lines

e IMPORTANT SAFETY NOTE: Always assume downed lines and any
nearby objects are energized and dangerous. If you see fallen lines on

Virginia High Voltage

Safety Act

1 The law prohibits work within
10 feet of an overhead line
carrying 600 or more volts

It applies to all activity “under,
over, and near overhead high
voltage power lines.”

Q If someone does not follow the
law's requirements and an
accident occurs, the burden
and liability will lie with the
party performing the work -
not the line owner
